Some people in the region confess Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior but yet thelpadso be
to Nyabingi. Participants to Vision Conference, especially the nativeguhBa confirmed
that there are people who have been devoted as sacrifices to Nyabingi. Thoseop¢ople f
most have become mentally and physically handicapped.

However, the region is the most fertile land of Rwanda. People grow beans, paiatoges
sorghum and bananas. Because of the wealth of the Region people practice polygamy
probably for them to increase their income.

The impact of the Culture in the Church of the Region

According to the witness of people who attended the Conference, it isn’'t eagyrfer
Pastors to preach against polygamy because most ladies in the Church ase&itheior
third wife of a man.

Social Impact of the Culture
